Washington’s unexpected opposition to their marriage.  Have you ever been faced with the indefinite delay of a dream that was dear to you? 

Knowing they might never have another opportunity to fulfill their love, both Elizabeth and Carleton were deeply tempted to seek temporary comfort in physical intimacy. But Carleton refused. Why? How did he demonstrate his deepest love for Elizabeth and honor her by refusing to give in to momentary desire?
Have you ever faced extreme suffering—whether it was physical or emotional, or both—similar to what Carleton faces during his enslavement by the Seneca? When everything important to him, even his very identity, was stripped away from him, what was his response? 
What do you think God’s purpose was in allowing Carleton’s suffering? Do you think it is ever God’s will for his children to suffer? Would that be the action of a loving parent? 
Do you think God sometimes allows us to suffer even when we are submitted to him and obeying his leading in our lives? If yes, why do you think he permits our pain when we are being obedient? 
Does suffering only result when we are disobedient to God’s laws and will?  Does God ever make someone do what is wrong? When other people treat us unfairly, even persecute us, is it God’s fault? 

Explain what free will means. Should God to keep someone from choosing to do what is wrong and hurting others? Should God have made us so that we have no choice but to obey him? Find scripture passages that support or contradict your opinions. 
How did his own enslavement change his attitude toward the black slaves he held in bondage, though unwillingly? What did he resolve to do?
